Register at the pool on Saturday, March 15th and 
March 29th, 2008 from 10:00 AM until 1:00 PM.  
NEW swimmers will need to provide a copy of 
their birth certificate in order to register.  
 

SAAA has increased some fees this year, and the 
board felt it was necessary to include those 
increases in our registration.  
¥ Swim team is $210 per swimmer.  
¥ Pool members pay a discounted rate of $130 

for the first swimmer, $120 for the 2nd 
swimmer and $110 for each additional 
swimmer.

¥ Each swimmer must also buy two car wash 

tickets ($5 each) to use or sell.
